WsTEP

Niniejszy dokument roboczy zostal przygotowany przez zespél redakeyjny nowego,
recenzowanego czasopisma ,Polish Theatre Perspectives” (PTP). Kierujemy go przede
wszystkim do polskich badaczy, wykladowcow i studentow, ktérzy pragna na biezaco sledzi¢
publikacje dotyczace gender w jezyku angielskim (w tym autoréw wywodzacych si¢ z diaspory
polskiej za granica) — szczegélnie te, ktére stosunkowo rzadko trafiaja do obiegu polskiej
teatrologii i performatyki. Mimo takiego przeznaczenia i faktu, ze wigkszos§¢ tekstéw jest dobrze
znana czytelnikom anglosaskim, mamy nadzieje, iz bibliogratia wraz z towarzyszacymi jej
inicjatywami — szczegodlnie specjalnym numerem pisma p.t. Zwrot ku transnarodowosci? Gender,

podmiotowosé oraz konwenga artystyezna w polskim dramacie, teatrge i performansie (PTP 3.2 (2012)) pod

redakcja Haliny Filipowicz i Elwiry M. Grossman, portalem PTP Online Network oraz
dwujezyczna grupg robocza poswigcona gender studies (start jesienia 2011 — patrz szczegdly
ponizej) — przyniesie tez pozytek czytelnikom ze $wiata anglojezycznego.! Chcielibysmy, aby
takie inicjatywy miedzykulturowe wzbudzily zainteresowanie oséb pragnacych uczestniczy¢ w
zjawisku, ktére Janelle Reinelt nazywa ,,politycznym projektem tworzenia prawdziwie

" Prosze zauwazy¢, ze bibliografia zawiera rowniez pewna liczbe polskojezycznych tekstéw wybranych z pism
polskiej diaspory. Zrédla te odnosza si¢ bezposrednio do teatru, dramatu i/lub performansu w kontekscie polskim,
ale dotad byly stabo znane wsréd badaczy w Polsce — zamieszczamy je, aby zwigkszy¢ §wiadomosé nowych $ciezek
badawczych, ktérymi ci autorzy podazaja.

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miedzynarodowej kultury performatywnej, odpowiadajacej naturze globalnego kontekstu, w
ktérym Zyjemy.””

Jak wyjasniamy na stronie internetowej PTP, jednym z gléwnych zamierzen czasopisma

jest zbudowanie pomostu miedzy polskimi i miedzynarodowymi tradycjami uniwersyteckich i
artystycznych dzialan w dziedzinie teatru, dramatu i performansu. W ciagu ostatnich dwoch
dekad — kiedy to w krajowych instytucjach kulturalnych i §rodowiskach akademickich zachodzily
zasadnicze zmiany transformacyjne po okresie komunizmu, a w coraz bardziej
»zglobalizowanym” $wiecie nauki o teatrze 1 performatyki dynamicznie wzrastala liczba
osrodkéw prowadzacych badania i debaty na poziomie transnarodowym — pojawito si¢ takze
dazenie do dialogu i studiéw poréwnawczych pomiedzy badaczami i artystami w kraju i za
granica.” Takie otwarcie zdazylo juz wywrze¢ znaczny wplyw na wiele aspektéw badani
naukowych w Polsce, by poda¢ przyklad koleje refleksji teoretycznej i dyscyplinarnych dysput w
zwiazku z istota ,teatru” i ,,performansu.”4 W innych dziedzinach jednakze, gdzie mozna by
oczekiwac réwnie ptodnych dyskusji, wymiana ta pozostaje zaskakujaco ograniczona. Do dzi§, na
przyktad, mimo gwaltownego rozwoju gender studies w polskiej humanistyce i sztuce — ktére
postepuja wraz ze wzrastajaca znajomoscia 1 dostepnoscia wybranych materialéw badawczych z
zagranicy (szczegolnie z anglo- 1 francuskojezycznego kregu kulturowego, gdzie dyscyplina ta w
wymiarze instytucjonalnym okrzepla juz jaki§ czas temu) 1 wraz z pojawianiem si¢ roznych,
lokalnie rozwijajacych si¢ perspektyw, o ktérych niewiele wiadomo na Zachodzie’ — bezposredni
kontakt miedzy badaczami teatru i performansu w Polsce i ich kolegami z innych stron §wiata
(wlaczajac w to polskich uczonych na emigracji) jest stosunkowo niewielki.® Cho¢ taka wymiana

* Relacja migdzy anglojezycznymi koncepcjami performatyki i zasiegiem dzisiejszej teatrologii i kulturoznawstwa —
ktore zajmuja si¢ réznorodnymi zjawiskami z pojemnych kategorii ,,teatru” i ,,teatralnosci”, ,,przedstawien
kulturowych” i, coraz powszechniej stosowanej, ,,performansu” — byta jednym z bardziej debatowanych probleméw
polskiej teatrologii ostatniego dziesi¢ciolecia. Szczegdlnie zbieznosci i rozbieznosci dotyczace m.in. antropologii
widowisk w wydaniu warszawskiego Instytutu Kultury Polskiej i nowojorskiej szkoty performatyki staly sig
przedmiotem ozywionych dyskusji. Do produktywnej wymiany mysli z udziatem polskich, pétnocnoamerykanskich 1
zachodnioeuropejskich badaczy doszto m.in. w ramach wspomnianego sympozjum ,,Performatyka: perspektywy
rozwojowe” (7-10 grudnia 2000) i na tamach specjalnego numeru pt.

¢ Sadzimy, ze — poza stabo dotad rozpoznanym dorobkiem naukowym rodakéw za granica — istnieja dalsze obszary,
ktérych integracja moze okazac si¢ szczegélnie stymulujaca dla polskich badaczy: nowe metodologie historyczne,
negocjacje migdzy- i wewnatrzkulturowe oraz projekty badawcze prowadzone w (lub skupiajace si¢ na) krajach
spoza kregu Standéw Zjednoczonych i Europy Zachodniej. Wiele pozycji ponizszej bibliografii zostalo wybranych z
mys$la o tych wlasnie problemach, cho¢ ze zrozumialtych przyczyn ostatnia pozycja nie jest mozliwa do gruntownej
prezentacji w ramach bibliografii anglojezycznej.
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moglaby okaza¢ si¢ niezmiernie owocna dla wszystkich stron, okazje do prowadzenia badan
wspolnie lub w aspekcie poréwnawczym, do dzielenia si¢ materialami edukacyjnymi oraz do
tego, co Diana Taylor nazywa ,,0zywczymi wymianami”’ — nieco chaotycznymi, mniej
ustrukturyzowanymi kontaktami odbywajacymi si¢ ,,w terenie”, miedzy réznymi grupami i
osobami — zachodzily dotad wyjatkowo rzadko.

W Polsce powazna przeszkoda w zréwnowazonym rozwoju postugujacej si¢ narzedziami
gender studies nauki o teatrze, dramacie i performansie jest na ogél nie tylko wspomniany
niedostatek bezposrednich kontaktéw i dyskusji z kolegami w innych stron $wiata, ale przede
wszystkim brak wspélnych z pozostalymi tradycjami §rodowisk naukowych punktow
odniesienia. Stan ten wynika m.in. z ograniczonego zasobu materialéw dostepnych w polskim
przektadzie 1 uzywanych przez badaczy w oryginale, stabej znajomosci prac autorow polskiej
diaspory w Srodowisku krajowym (nawet jesli pisane sa po polsku i wydawane w Polsce) oraz
niewielkiego uczestnictwa i/lub rozpoznawalnosci polskich uczonych specjalizujacych sie¢ w
kwestiach genderowych na forum migdzynarodowym. Cho¢ czynniki te s w duzej mierze
zwigzane z kwestig dostgpu do zrddel, poziomoéw kulturowego i ekonomicznego kapitatu, jak
réwniez istniejacych rozwigzan instytucjonalnych i akademickich nawykéw, to w naszym
przekonaniu jednym z wazniejszych zadan dyscypliny jest rozwdj bardziej efektywnych form
wzajemnej identyfikacji i dialogu.

Niniejsze zestawienie bibliograficzne stanowi zatem cze$¢  wigkszej  grupy
miedzykulturowych inicjatyw, wyrastajacych z pisma ,,Polish Theatre Perspectives”, ktérego
ambicja jest cho¢ w niewielkiej mierze zmieni¢ ten stan rzeczy — szczegOlnie w odniesieniu do
warunkéw  wymienionych powyzej. Ponizszy dokument stuzy poglebieniu  wiedzy o
poszczegdlnych podejsciach do gender studies, a jego najwazniejszy cel jest trojaki: 1)
udostepnienie polskim badaczom narzedzia do pozyskiwania szerzej nieznanych materialéw
zrédlowych odnoszacych si¢ do produkeji wiedzy w réznych miejscach i o§rodkach na swiecie (z
naciskiem na autoréw i/lub teksty, ktére nie byly dotad wykorzystywane w polskich gender
studies); 2) stworzenie podwalin dla badan poréwnawczych poprzez zestawienie obszernych
sekcji obejmujacych takie regionalne i miedzykulturowe spotkania, gdzie przedmiotem rozwazan
sa negocjacje o zabarwieniu genderowym — réwniez w kontekstach diaspory polskiej 1 Europy
Srodkowo-Wschodniej (patrz przede wszystkim sekcja I1 i IIT ponizej); i 3) udostepnienie listy
interaktywnych Zrédel, ktore moga postuzy¢ polskim badaczom jako punkt wyjscia do lepszego
poznania Srodowisk badawczych innych regionéw globu — i do uczestnictwa w nich (patrz sekcja
V ponizej).

Kolejne dziatania w ramach PTP majq umozliwi¢ wigcej okazji do prowadzenia dyskusji i
publikacji wynikow prac, przynoszac zaréwno ,nieformalne”, jak 1 moderowane, akademickie,
fora migdzykulturowej wymiany mysli. Decyzja o stworzeniu takich inicjatyw odzwierciedla nasze
przekonanie, ze, by postuzy¢ si¢ sformutowaniem filozofa Richarda Kearney’a, transnarodowe
sieci kontaktéw 1 wymiana materialéw musi i$¢ w parze z poréwnywalnym zaangazowaniem w
regionalizm i procesy prawdziwej subsydiarno$ci.” Dlatego tez bibliografia zostaje udostepniona

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m.in. w zwiazku z dwujezyczna, polsko-angielska, grupa robocza PTP poswi¢cona gender studies
(ogloszenie o przyjmowaniu uczestnikow pojawi si¢ na stronie internetowej i w newsletterze PTP
po 15 wrzesnia 2011) oraz numerem pisma Zwrot ku transnarodowosci?... (planowana data publikacii
to 31 pazdziernika 2012). Szczegblowe informacje o numerze, wraz z ogloszeniem o naborze
tekstow (termin uplywa 1 sierpnia 2011), s3 dostepne tutaj. Mamy nadziejg, ze calos¢ tych
inicjatyw przyniesie kolejne okazje do refleksji nad nowo powstajacymi, polskimi idiomami
gender studies, do ich rewizji 1 dalszego rozwoju w globalnym kontekscie nauki o teatrze i
performatyki.

W obecnym ksztalcie bibliografia nie ma ambicji wyczerpania tematu, nie jest tez
dokumentem ,,zamknietym”. Z zamierzenia skupili§émy si¢ gléwnie na materiatach, o ktérych
wiemy, ze nie wywolaly dotad dostatecznego rezonansu w konteks$cie polskim; chetnie jednak
powitamy sugestie nowych wpisow i1 komentarze dotyczace ksztaltu calego dokumentu.
Zestawienie bedzie si¢ rozwija¢, m.in. wraz z postepami prac grupy roboczej jesienia 2011.
Podczas gdy wiele ponizszych zrédel koresponduje z problemami zarysowanymi w rationale
nadchodzacego numeru specjalnego Zwrot ku transnarodowosci?... (patrz ogloszenie o naborze
tekstow do zeszytu) — np. refleksja gender w odniesieniu do calej gamy praktyk performatywnych

(facznie z tekstem dramatycznym); historycznie zmieniajacym si¢ zwiazkiem miedzy réznymi
koncepcjami gender i plci oraz towarzyszaca temu potrzeba rygorystycznie ,,zhistoryzowanych”
studiéw; gender w miedzykulturowych, miedzynarodowych i dyscyplinarnych negocjacjach w
kontekscie proceséw globalnych, czy tez analiza zagadnien genderowych w konfrontacji z innymi
dyskursywnymi kategoriami tozsamosci, podmiotowosci i konwenciji artystycznej — bibliografia ta
nie zostala sformulowana wylacznie w zwiazku z tematyka zeszytu. W rzeczywistosci wiele
przywolanych tu materialéw wykracza poza zalozenia przyszlego numeru. Ta réznorodnosé jest
zamierzona i ma na celu udostepnienie dostatecznej informacji osobom, ktére pragna krytycznie
odnies¢ si¢ do szeregu perspektyw i materialéw Zrédlowych, odzwierciedlajacych szerokie
spektrum rozwazan tematycznych i metodologicznych we wspolczesnej teatrologii, performatyce
1 dyscyplinach pokrewnych.

Pozycje bibliografii obejmuja zaréwno badania o charakterze wycinkowym, jak i
antologie o szerszym zakresie tematycznym. W wielu przypadkach autorzy tekstéw nie postuzyli
si¢ perspektywami wypracowanymi na gruncie gender studies, ale zademonstrowali wyrafinowane
rozumienie wlasciwych dla tej problematyki kwestii w pisaniu np. o historyczaych i
historiograficznych, mi¢dzykulturowych czy praktycznych zagadnieniach badawczych. Teksty te
sa tak samo istotne dla dalszego rozwoju dyscypliny, poniewaz ukazujg rézne sposoby, w jakie
badacze nieidentyfikujacy si¢ jako specjaliSci od gender studies rozpoznali interdyscyplinarne
znaczenie teoretycznych postepow w tej dziedzinie na przestrzeni minionych dekad. Wiele
wykazanych w zestawieniu zrédel unaocznia nam niestychana ekspansywnos$¢ i mobilno$é
gender jako kategorii analitycznej — ukazujac mnogo$¢ potencjalnych zastosowan, ktore
dotychczas nie znalazly realizacji w dorobku polskiej teatrologii. Wraz ze wzrastajaca w
humanistyce i naukach spotecznych §wiadomoscia, ze dyskurs akademicki nie jest wolny od ocen
1 zawsze przyjmuje jaka$ funkcje czy pozycje autorska (eksplicytnie lub implicytnie, nawet jesli
stara si¢ temu zaprzeczyC), pilna potrzeba rzetelnego zrozumienia teorii gender staje si¢
oczywista. Jak przekonujaco wykazalo juz wielu badaczy i artystéw, idee czesto kojarzone
wylacznie z dyscypling gender studies — ktére w istocie nie sa ani zajeciem ,,niszowym”
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(ograniczonym do osobnych, ,,specjalistycznych” dziedzin w postaci ,,studiéw kobiecych” czy
,»studiéw nad cielesnoscig”), ani wylacznie ,,zachodnim” — wigza si¢ $ciSle z szerszymi studiami o
teatrze 1 performansie, stanowiac ich pelnoprawna cze$¢. Bibliografia zawiera wigc liczne
materialy, ktorych przedmiotem rozwazan sa problemy gatunku, rejestru, glosu i zabarwienia
stylistycznego, jak i granic dyscyplinarnych i wzajemnych zaleznos$ci migedzy teoria i praktyka na
przyktadzie calej gamy kontekstow kulturowych. Czytelnik niezaznajomiony z ponizszymi
publikacjami ma szans¢ poznaé sposoby, w jakie problemy te ujmowane sa w réznych
dziedzinach, od /e artu po filozofie nauki, a takze jak w najnowszych badaniach akademickich i
praktyce artystycznej problematyka genderowa krzyzuje si¢ z dyskursem ekonomicznym,
historiograficznym, miedzykulturowym, filozoficznym, postkolonialnym czy spotecznym.

Jak juz wspomnieliémy, zywimy nadzieje, ze ostatecznie dokument ten stanie si¢ czeScia
bogatszych zasobow, pobudzajacych do otwierania si¢ na nowe perspektywy, wymiane mysli,
studia porownawcze a nawet wspolprace miedzy jednostkami i grupami w Polsce i na $wiecie.
Zachecamy czytelnikéw z réznych srodowisk, aby czesciej przetamywali ujednolicajaca tendencje
do skupiania si¢ wylacznie na lokalnych czy jednojezycznych formach i metodach tworczosci
kulturalnej 1 staramy si¢ towarzyszy¢ procesom tworzenia wiedzy, ktére operuja pomiedzy tym,
co lokalne — ponad panstwowymi i kulturowymi granicami. Mamy szczegdlnie nadzieje, ze
projekt jako caloé¢ pomoze promowac na polskich uczelniach rozwoj kulturowo zakorzenionych
teorii genderowych, ktére lacza rozlegla miedzykulturows znajomosc ideologii i metodologii
gender z tym, co Halina Filipowicz nazywa ,,uwarunkowang historycznie polska odmiennosé
kulturows”. Rzeczywiscie, jak sugeruje badaczka, ,,[n]ietrudno glosi¢ z przekonaniem, ze nasza
dziedzina powinna nie tylko uzywac narzedzi teoretycznych do badania tekstéw polskiej
literatury 1 kultury, ale ze powinna rowniez dokonywac rewizji wspolczesnej teorii, opierajac si¢
na polskich tekstach zrédlowych” w kontekscie anglojezycznym.” Doprowadzenie do takiej,
prawdziwie dialogicznej, relacji byloby celem poszczegdlnych —elementéw naszego
przedsiewzigcia.

Tam, gdzie to mozliwe dla wygody czytelnika udostepnili§my aktywne linki prowadzace do
calych artykuléw i ksiazek lub obszernych zapowiedzi online (za posrednictwem np. Google
Ksigzki, Amazon.com 1 stron wydawcéw) — dzigki temu wiele zrédet jest dostepnych w calosci
lub w czesci za posrednictwem naszego dokumentu. Tam, gdzie okazalo si¢ to niemozliwe,
zamiesciliSmy linki do streszczen tekstu. Poniewaz czesto pojawia si¢ problem z dostepem do
naukowych czasopism anglojezycznych, PTP aktualnie przygotowuje narzedzie internetowe,
ktére umozliwi zainteresowanym korzystanie z elektronicznych wersji wielu z tych Zzrédel. Strona
PTP Online Network zostanie w pelni uruchomiona w listopadzie 2011 roku, jednak czgs$é
materialow jest juz u nas dostepna i zachgcamy osoby poszukujace materialéw figurujacych w
zestawieniu ponizej do bezposredniego kontaktu. Prosimy zatem korzysta¢ z linkéw wpisanych
w poszczegblne adresy bibliograficzne (wystarczy weisnaé klawisz CTRL i réwnoczesnie kliknaé
na podkreslenie), a w razie jakichkolwiek pytan lub watpliwosci pisa¢ na adres podany ponizej.
